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The Kuwait Ornithological Rarities Committee has worked very hard this year and reviewed many 

records. A new database for all the records from 2005 up to the 2007 has been created. This report has 

been created from a 3390 records for the year 2007 alone. More records from previous years will be 

added later. 

The birding has improved since the publishing of George Gregory's book "The Birds of the State of 

Kuwait" in 2005 resulting in many visitors becoming more interested in Kuwait's birds. Nine groups 

from Western Europe had visited Kuwait during the year 2007. More comprehensive coverage of 

Kuwait has resulted in more bird sightings, four species were recorded as firsts in Kuwait, and 20 

vagrant species has been sighted. 

Although Kuwait enjoyed good birding this year, even more indiscriminate and unnecessary bird 

shooting has been seen by local and visiting birders. This has annoyed and frustrated the visiting 

birders who did not expect to see this in Kuwait, especially since the neibouring  countries has much 

less bird shooting than in Kuwait which are enforced with more formal and regulated conservation and 

hunting policies. 

The Birdlife International organization had contacted the Kuwait Environment Protection Society, 

BirdLife's Affiliate and asked them to take measures into protecting Jahra East Outfall. 

The Kuwait Environment Protection Society had sent letters to various governmental bodies asking 

them to take appropriate measures into protecting Jahra East Outfall and declaring it as a nature 

reserve. 

The Ornithological Society of Kuwait has been formed and has submitted it papers to the Ministry of 

Social Affairs to be declared as a non profit organization working under the Kuwait's government law. 
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The list and status of sites is shown in this report to record changes and highlight the need for better 

conservation policies and protection of critical sites as development across Kuwait gains momentum. 

  

Sabah Al-Salem: Water has been reduced and the area becoming more under development. 

Sulaibikhat �ature Reserve: Water source for the pool has been terminated for unknown reason. 

South Doha �ature Reserve: The two pools have now been drained for unknown reasons. This was 

the only site where the Purple Swamp-Hen has been breeding for the last two year. 

Jahra Pool Reserve: Sadly this once was one of the main birding areas in Kuwait and an important 

birding area as declared by Birdslife. The water source has been terminated for unknown reasons. 

Sulaibiya Pivot Fields (United Agricultural Production Co.):  Access to this key agricultural area has 

been granted on a limited basis. 

Doha Peninsula: There are new chalets that are being built on this important birding area, the northern 

part is occupied by apparently unofficial industrial area. This is a key area for many waders and pelagic 

birds.  

Sabah Al-Ahmed �atural Reserve (SAA�R): The pool has been surrounded by sand bars and filled 

with fish preventing the accumulation of food for the birds such as insects and plant material and algae. 

The lower branches of the trees have been cut that resulted in reducing the hiding places for birds who 

need such hiding places to protect themselves from birds of prey. 

Jahra East Outfall: This is the largest area with reeds and marsh in Kuwait and is a very important site 

for breeding birds, migrants and summer and winter visitors. It has been badly burnt, overgrazed on a 

daily basis and cut by many sheep and camel herders. Sheep and camel camps have been erected in this 

area during most summer months. Bird shooter finds it an easy to reach place, many birds are shot 

indiscriminately and left to die, this include waders, gulls, swallows, terns, Bee-eaters and Hoopes. 

According to Kuwait's law, plant cutting, grazing, sheep camps and bird shooting is prohibited in this 

area, but the law has not been enforced enough to stop this activity for unapparent reason.

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Common Babbler (Turdoides caudatus) is the first breeding record for Kuwait and Arabia was 

discovered by George Gregory and the Norwegian Group on 1/4/2007. 

Woodchat Shrike (Lanius senator) a pair with two fledged young the second breeding record for 

Kuwait and the Arabian Peninsula was found by Khaled Al-Nasralla. 

Pale Rockfinch (Petronia brachydactyla) a nest with 4 eggs on 3 May of which 2 hatched and fledged 

the nest was in a bush in the north of the Sabah Al-Ahmad Natural Reserve, was discovered by Khalid 

Al-Nasrallah and is the only Kuwait breeding record since 1998. 

Greater Hoopoe Lark (Alaemon alaudipes) with a nest of 5 eggs found by Graham Whitehead at 

SAANR. 

Purple Swamp-Hen (Porphyrio porphyrio) was confirmed breeding this year on 28/6 at South Doha 

Nature Reserve by Pekka Fågel.  

Black-crowned Sparrow-lark (Eremopterix nigriceps), Dunn's Lark (Eremalauda dunni),  

Bar-tailed Lark (Ammomanes cinctura), Desert Lark (Ammomanes deserti), Greater Hoopoe Lark 

(Alaemon alaudipes) and Temminck's Lark (Eremophila bilopha) all were found breeding this year in 

the Sabah Al-Ahmad Natural Reserve by Khalid Al-Nasrallah. 

Little Grebe (Tachybaptus ruficollis) at Jahra Pool Reserve 4 chicks with an adult seen by Khaled Al-

Ghanem on 30 June 2007.

Very common: occurs annually in large numbers. 

Common: occurs annually in moderate numbers. 

Uncommon: occurs annually in small numbers.

Rare: does not occur annually but has occurred more than 10 times in total. 

Vagrant: has occurred less than 10 times in total. 

Irregular: occurs, not necessarily every year, in very variable numbers this is due to being overhunted, 
this happens with Sandgrouse. 

Extinct: no longer exists. 

Migrant: passage through Kuwait in spring and autumn. 

Winter visitor: occurs in Kuwait during winter after migration has ended and stays in Kuwait for 
sometime. 

Resident: occurs in Kuwait all year round. 

Breeds: breeds every year. 

Has bred: a bird that has bred in the past but there is no sign of breeding in recent years.
